REGIONALLY ACCREDITED DoD SCHOOLS

Courses successfully completed at regionally accredited degree granting schools may be applicable to the Acquisition Corps education standards. In addition to the Air Force Institute of Technology and the Naval Postgraduate School, the following DoD schools are regionally accredited degree-granting institutions:

These schools are fully accredited degree-granting institutions; therefore, courses successfully completed at these institutions, which fall within an acquisition career field or the ten disciplines specified in the statute, may be applied to the 12 OR 24 hour Acquisition Corps education standard.


Courses taken at regionally accredited degree-granting schools will have to be identified by the Acquisition Corps candidate and reviewed in accordance with component procedures.
